KEY RESPONSIBILITIES

- Provide individual care to campers and supervise your team.

- Adhere to camp philosophy, standards, and goals.

- Prepare, guide, supervise and instruct during activities such as hiking,
stream hiking, cooking, crafts, etc.

- Work with other staff to support all aspects of operations to create a
smooth-running and successful camp.

QUALIFICATIONS

You must be:

- Over 18 years old
- Available for all training and all camp days: 22 days straight (see detailed schedule below)
- Able to comfortably converse in both English and Japanese

- Hard-working, proactive, fun and energetic

- Patient, especially for the children

- Able to work as a member of a team

Helpful if you have (not required):
- Previous experience working with children in a camp environment
- Teaching or leadership experience in outdoor settings

Due to various backgrounds, some campers have difficulty opening up and may not be cooperative at first. The
important thing for us is to maintain an open mind, positive attitude, honesty and patience. Many children will
come around when they feel safe and comfortable.

1l COMPENSATION

MIRAI NO MORI WILL PROVIDE THE FOLLOWING TO ALL STAFF:

«  Accommodation from July 24-August 14 (shared tent or cabin, kitchen, showers, laundry)
*+  Food on camp and training days
«  Reimbursement of transportation expenses:

Round trip from your nearest station <-> Kurikoma-kogen Station (up to 40,000JPY)
OR

requested by June 20)

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/A ACCOMODATION

All campers will be sleeping in tents. Care workers and Mirai no Mori staff members, on the other hand, will be sleeping in
either a tent or little cabin. Each option is large enough to accommodate up to three people and their luggage. You will not

be sleeping with campers, but instead, you will be sharing it with 1-2 other staff members. The campsite will provide tents,
sleeping bags, sleeping mats, and sheets.

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Breakfast and dinner are prepared at the campsite kitchen by staff and campers. Lunch is either at
the cafeteria or a Japanese style lunch box.
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Weekends are yours to do with as you please: read, hike, take a
nap, explore the surrounding areas, etc. We also plan to visit a
nearby children’s home during days off, if you wish to partake
In that.

We usually make a grocery run to the closest supermarket on

Saturdays, so if you have any food, drink, or snack requests, we
will gladly pick them up for you (or join the trip). You are more
than welcome to use the kitchen on the weekends, or order a

lunch from the cafeteria.

If you wish to leave the campsite during your time off, the
closest station from the campsite is about a 1-hour drive, and
Mirai no Mori will provide you the shuttle to the station once a
day when requested and possible.
